As
a nineteen-year-old she published Snow White and Russian Red, which brought her
massive popularity; Maslowska was called ‘an event on the young literary scene’. The
book was soon made into a film. Later book publications confirmed her reputation
as an author who eludes categorisation and has an exceptional command of language
(full of rap rhythm and plays on colloquial speech, as well as pop-culture references).
Her dramas have been staged in Poland’s leading theatres. She writes opinion pieces,
